What is it?

Webelos Woods provides an introduction to Scout BSA skills for 2nd Year Arrow of Light Scouts. Participants will spend the

weekend working as members of a patrol to help them understand the Boy Scout structure.

Experienced Scouts BSA will serve as troop leaders and provide instruction that will help prepare the young scouts to success-
fully complete Webelos and Arrow of Light requirements. The experience will also prepare parents to support their Scout to
successfully transition to a Scout BSA Troop and immediately begin working on advancements.

When and where?

Cost?

What can you expect?

e  You are responsible for your own dinner Friday evening.
